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G. DESCRIPTIVE REPORT

The Project area is located in Belkuchi & Chowhali Upazilla under Sirajganj District. It is about
30.00km away to the south from Sirajganj District Town. The project is located on the right bank of
the River Jamuna. Betil and Enayetpur situated on the right bank of the river jamuna are historical
place in Sirajganj district. This area is one of the most famous for Handloom in Bangladesh. At
present huge quantity grameen check cloths are being produced here which is one of the exporting
goods from Bangladesh and most accepted in the International market. There are many School,
Colleges. madrasa, specially historical Betil High school. Enayetpur Bazar, Sirajganj check
Industries and 1000 bed modern Khaja Younus (R:) Memorial Hospital, Medical College, Nursing
Training Institute in the project area.

Erosion at Betil & Enayetpur areas took serious turn requiring immediate implementation of river
training work. On that situation, on the demand of people of Betil & Enayetpur town areas and on
the strong recommendation of the then Member of Parliament of Belkuchi & Chowhali and personal
initiative of the then hon'ble Minister for Water Resources, the Govt of the Peoples Republic of
Bangladesh, BWDB took necessary steps for implementation of priority works in the project area.
Being instructed from the policy makers of the Government and BWDB, the field officials of BWDB
based on available engineering datas and the then present river morphology prepared a sub-project
proposal at an estimated cost of Tk. 997.08 lac under the title a7 77 o= 28re e F*@ s @fea s
WRICTSSE A QeI A Boi-am, which was consequently included in the River Bank Protection and
Developmetn and Town Protection Project (3rd Phase). In this cluster project provision was kept for
construction of 2 nos Solid Spurs at Betil and Enayetpur under the above stated sub-Project head.
Cost estimate at Tk. 997.08 lac was prepared on the basis of typical design of conventional spur
and incorportated in the sub-project included in River Bank Protection and Development and Town
Protection Project (3 Phase). Based on 1998 morphology of the river approved design vide
drawing nos NZ/BRE-4 (c) 4093, NZ/BRE-4 (c) 4094 & NZ/BRE-4 (c) 4095 date 01-12-1998 were
prepared but physical work could not be taken up duirng FY 1998-99 due to various unexpected
shortfalls and setbacks prevailed in implementation of the Project. Unprecedented floods of 1998
made remarkable morphological changes of the river in stretch of Project area causing increased
depth and widening of the channel, which confirmed in post flood situation bathymetric survey.
Designs of both the spurs were reviewed and modified on the basis of the updated survey on 05-
12-1999 (1% Revision). Based on modified designs and the then Circle Schedule of Rates
revised estimate was prepared and accordingly tenders were invited on 25-05-2000 (tender no.
06/1999-2000). Evaluated lowest responsive tenderers contract amount stood at Tk. 1799.16 lac for
both the spurs, which was much higher than the amount proposed in the project proforma. Due to
ensuing monsoon and rising water level in the Jamuna River, physical work could not be taken up
before flood of 2000. After 2000 floods, remarkable changes were noticed when fresh bathymetric
survey was made, which warranted further revision of the approved designs (2™ Revision) and it
was done accordingly. In the second revision approved design recommendation was made for
excavation of a 5 km long Diversion Canal to facilitate construction works of the spurs by diverting
natural flow of the channel in adjoing upstream of Betil and also caused changes of location of spurs
and increase in shank length, But in the field condition, it was not possible to dirvert huge
natural flow by
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excavation of diversion canal, accordingly decision was taken to stop channel flow by construction
of 3 nos X-dams at 5 km upstream of Betil location and revision of the approved designs was made
vide drawing nos NWZ/4 (c)-4240 date 01-02-2001 (3" Revision). 3 Revision of the approved
design caused remarkable increase of quantity in some tendered items including appearing of
several non-tendered items of works resulting in gross increase of Tk. 1799.00 lac over the contract
value of the Spurs. Contract value for the spurs was Tk. 1270.72 lac and as per 3" revised design
estimated amount stood at Tk. 2740.00 lac. The matter was informed to the Ministry of Water
Resources by the Board vide its memo no. »>-3is 3 ©ifdd od-03-200s (48 & wEw Aret-s¢q) with a
proposal to allow physical progress of the spurs keeping plan liability of Tk. 1799.00 lac, which was
approved by the Ministry vide it's memo no. “er/sR-=1-8 (sb)/>a/b SIfid-2br-53-300332 (AfFE 5 w83y “Aret-
sev)l Accordingly physical construction of the Spurs commenced in March 2001 and completed in
July 2002. As per latest approved design (3" Revision) estimated construction cost of both the
spurs (Betil-1 & Enayetpur Spur-2) stood at Tk. 2740.00 lac and construction of X-dams (3 nos)
stood at Tk. 850.00 lac, which caused total sub-project cost upto Tk. 3645.00 lac (probable). This
was informed to the Ministry of Water Resources by the Board vide its memo no. vuu-is sis Sifid-ob-
o¢-300% and accordingly Planning Commission was also informed by the Ministry of Water
Resources vide it's memo No. aFm/sf-=i-8 (3b)/os (T#)/0q Sifid-23-0¢-200532 1 In response of this
letter Planning Commission opined on that generally sub-project cost exceeding Tk. 10.00 crore is
not implemented under cluster project, as such the said project might be implemented as an
independent Project.

Physical construction works of both the spurs progressed upto 95% by July 2001. Flood of 2001 of
Jamuna River attacked the under construction spurs several times and at several locations, which
warranted immediate implementation of emergency works to ensure safety and security of the
spurs. Accordingly emergency measures were undertaken in compliance with the instructions of the
competent authority of BWDB.

As per latest approved design and work done cost of physical works, the total project cost has stood
at Tk. 4380.00 lac (construction of 2 nos spurs : 3183.00 lac, construction of X-dams 3 nos. 610.00
lac, emergency work : 479.00 lac, river dredging : 50.00 lac, Land acquisition : 28.50 lac and misc &
contingency expenditure : 29.50 lac). Out of that, expenditure of Tk. 960.15 lac has been incurred
upto June 2002 against the initially framed sub-project Tt =it ©ror 230e Bt e 7@ @ @ aEesF

(3" Phase). To make remaining liability payment of Tk. 3419.85 lac independent Project Concept
Paper (PCP) under title Tt 717 St 2ee ofe fig 1w @S 8 Gitas=i7 et qert Fews e<m was framed
original in september 2002 and submitted for onward approval of the competent authority.

An Inter-Ministerial meeting was held on 03-04-2002 in the Ministry of Water Resources presided by
the then Hon'ble Minister for Water Resources to review the Projects/Sub-Projects included in the
planed liability. In that meeting decisions was taken that payment should not be incurred to those
Projects/Sub- Projects which were awaiting for approval of ECNEC regarding revision or other
irregularities made in execution of the projects, and to produce a project-brief in the ECNEC
meeting regarding the projects included in Planned Liability. In compliance of the said decisions
project brief of 3 projects including the above stated one, were considered in the ECNEC meeting
held on 08-10-2003, and the following decision was taken

The Review Committee assessed project cost at Tk 3139.00 lac and recommended an estimated amount
of Tk. 2134.00 lac for making expenditure in Flood Damage Rehabilitation/2004 work of 2 nos spurs (Betil
Spur-1 & Enayetpur Spur-2). ADB & world Bank Joint Mission assessed flood damage of the 2 nos spurs
at Tk. 2171.00 lac and the same was included for rehabilitation work under ADB financed Emergency
Flood Damage Rehabilitation Project (Part D; Water Resources). As such FDR component has been
excluded from the said Project. Accordingly PCP was recast in August 2005 at a cost of Tk. 3139.00 lac
for making liability/arrear payment against the physical works executed for constructions of spurs at Betil
and Enayetpur refixing project completion period upto 2006-2007 and the same was submitted to the

gzF’Ian/ninq,Commission for onward approval by the competent authority.
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The said PCP was returned back for further examination and review in the light of directives issued
from the planning commision (4=&f-a3® @ v ¥%) vide it's memo no. =R/ 2Bi-aTTe/ATT-
/ARG TEITS /S0 (TH-3)/2008/09 TifFd 03 W $83/5¢ B, k004 | In view of the above, PCP of the project
was reframed in Form DPP and recasted (Recast, May 2007) costing Tk. 3139.00 lac refixing
project completion period upto 2008-2009 and the same was submitted for onward approval by the
competent authority.

No adverse effect have been imposed on environment after completion of the project.

Due to the project implementation, physical safety and sense of security among the project people
have been developed, resulting in enhanced investment in housing and commercial buildings,
enhanced investment in business and development work and have been also caused positive
impact on agriculture and fish resources production and land prices. These all did have caused
enhanced opportunity of employment and poverty alleviation.
