In the Original approved DPP, the provision of temporary protective work were 500.00 m ( km. 2.312
to Kim. 2.812) at Mcghula Bazar & 1200.00 m ( Km. 3487 10 Km. 4.687) at Narisha Bazar Total

1700.00 m to protect the said arca only was a gap between the two Bazar of 675.00 m length. In the
monsoon of 2016 the river morphology of the arca changed and severe bank crosion oceurred in the
whole length of 1700.00 + 675.00 m ~ 2375 m ( Km. 2.312 to Km. 4.687 ). The local peoples
representatives of including political personnels demanded to protect the vulnerable length of 2375 m.
The temporary protective work of DPP length 1700.00 m had been targeted to be completed within
April/2017.1 was scen that there is a gap of 675m.length downstream of Narisha Bazar, Which were
not included in thr program. That portion of river bank was very much threatnd. IMED representative
visited the project arca and suggested to take initiative for implementation of the remaining
unprotected 675 m. The Director General, Bangladesh Water Development Board and Joint Chicf,
Ministry of Water Recourse have been visited the Project arca and instructed to prepare revised DPP
to include the 675 m length and complete the total length of 2375 m before upcoming monsoon 1o

protect the on going work and vulnerable infrastructure from erosion of: Padma river.

Due to immersce persistent public demand, the project DPP had been prepared for over a night.
Approved of this DPP didnt require any apprisal on PEC meeting in planning Commission. The
project was taken to arrest bank crosion immdeiately for the time being. Thats why provision of
terporary protective work had been included in the DPP, Typical desisn temporary protective work
near by arca that reach was considered. Per meter wst for that tenporary protective work was 62000
th only. Giver the importence of protected arca. the project secem a cust effective tenporary solution.
The project has ameted bank crosion for the time being. But crosion of upstream, downstream &
within the implemented reach of the project has left BWDB to take a near project for permanent bank
protection.

6. Remarks & Recommendations of the Project Director :

[t has been observed bank erosion for several years along the left bank of Padma river at
Dohar Upazilla of Dhaka. A feasibility study has been conducted in 2010 by IWM to assess
action plan to save live and property by implementation of protective work along the bank.
According to feasibility study report it has been recommended to implement 7.5km bank
Protection work from Majhirchar to Moksedpur via Narisha bazar. Accordingly a project has
been planed and submitted but has not been implemented due to non approval of the project.
The left bank is being continued prone to erosion. The two bazar called Meghula & Narisha
are severally prone to river bank erosion. The project has been taken in an emergency basis to
protect these two bazar later on a technical committee was formed. After field verification the
committee recommended 7.5 km implementation in this location. Accordingly a DPP has
been formed based on design and estimate during estimate the value of work done has been
deducted. After implementation of the temporary protection work the area has been protected

from severe erosion at the left bank of Padma river for time being.

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Due to implementation of the project the area is protected for the time being. To protect this
area permanently a project namely “Dredging and Bank Protective Work along the Left Bank
of Padma River from Majhir Char to Moksedpur via Narishabazar at Dohar Upazila under
